Requirements at movement of live equidae animals  – instruction for the year 2008
For movement of live animals the following requirements shall be met

1. registered animals (in the national studfarm in v Topoľčianky, State Horseracing Ground Bratislava), which are moved from their holding, shall be accompanied by an identification document – passport of a horse,

2. the animals intended for breeding and production must be, during the transport, accompanied by an accompanying document and passport, if they are registered in compliance with the ordinance No. 294/2003 Coll.

3. sport and racing horses for racing competitions must have issued an identification document of a horse or an accompanying document, or a health certificate with certification of data indicated as in the accompanying document.
The moved horses must not come from a holding that is subject to a ban due to reasons related to the health of animals and they did not come into contact with equidae coming from a holding that is subject to ban due to reasons related to the health of animals
1. during six months starting by the last actual or possible contact with a sick animal, in the case of an equidae that is suspect of having a dourine. However, in case of a stallion the ban is valid until the time when the animal is castrated,

2. during six months starting by the day when the sick animals are slaughtered at the slaughterhouse, in case of glanders or contagious equine encephalomyelitis,

3. in the case of infectious anaemia, until the date, when the infected animals are slaughtered and the remaining animals show a negative reaction to two Coggings tests carried out three months apart,

4. during six months since the last case, in the case of vesicular stomatitis,

5. during one month since the last case, in the case of  rabies

6. during  15 days  since the last case, in the case of anthrax

7.  if all the animals of the species susceptible to the disease located on the holding have been slaughtered and the premised disinfected within 30 days, beginning on the day on which the animals were destroyed and the premises disinfected, except for the case of anthrax, where the period of prohibition is 15 days.

The equidae must be transported, as soon as possible, from the holding of origin either directly or via an approved market or assembly center to the place of destination in vehicles or containers which have been cleaned and disinfected prior to transportation with and approved disinfectant. The vehicles must be designed in such a way that equidae droppings, litter of fodder cannot escape from the vehicle during transportation. Transportation must be performed according to the Council Regulation (EC) No 1/2005.
A. Sport and racing horses for racing competitions (assembly centers)
In the accompanying document or the health certificate or identification document of the horse, the official veterinarian shall certify
1. protective vaccination against equine influenza according to the methodics of the Veterinary Prevention and Protection (hereinafter VPP) plan for 2008 and 2007, 

2. conditions for the monitoring of glanders, infectious anaemia, viral arteritis, contagious equine metritis and dourine  according to the VPP plan for 2008 and 2007 at the horses intended for breeding. 
The veterinarian performing supervision at racing competitions shall control the compliance with required veterinary conditions as well as the health status of the horse. The validity of the certification is for the whole racing season.

B.  Registered, breeding horses

In the accompanying document or in the passport of a horse, the official veterinarian shall certify 

1. protective vaccination against equine influenza according to the methodics of the VPP plan for 2008 and 2007, 

2. conditions for the monitoring of glanders, infectious anaemia, viral arteritis, contagious equine metritis and dourine  according to the VPP plan for 2008 and 2007 at the horses intended for breeding.
C. Animals intended for breeding and production 

The accompanying document is issued by the veterinarian of the District Veterinary and Food Administrations (DVFA) in the place of origin of the animals on the basis of the clinical examination at movement of animals, verification of the holding status and fulfilment of the VPP plan for 2008 and  2007, or based on document about the performance of required laboratory (other) examination and determined specific prophylaxis. Results from examinations shall be confirmed by the DVFA in the accompanying document. The accompanying document must be issued not more than 72 hours prior to loading of animals. The validity of a document is 10 days.

The official veterinarian must be at the time of control assured, mainly based on declaration of an owner or breeder, that there are no reasons which would lead to the conclusion, that equidae have been during the 15 days prior to control in contact with equidae suffering from infectious or contagious disease.
Equide animals must not be intended for slaughter under the national program of contagious or infectious disease eradication.

For a group of animals intended for movement into the same holding, passports of animals or identification documents are sufficient and one accompanying document, in which the official veterinarian indicates identification of all animals moved. 
In the moved animals the following must be fulfilled 

· conditions for the monitoring of glanders, infectious anaemia, viral arteritis, contagious equine metritis and dourine  according to the VPP plan for 2008 and 2007, in case of animals intended for breeding.
Confirmation on clinical examination of the moved animals may, on the basis of authorization of the DVFA, issue also a private veterinarian with whom the DVFA in the place of origin of animals has concluded a contract for performance of professional veterinary activities in 2008.
